The visitor center will 
showcase the history of agriculture where patrons will be introduced to 
Monterey Wines and locally grown produce. A variety of entertainment 
venues will be offered bundled with world class wines in a region that boast 5-
7 million tourist annually promoting Monterey's rich agricultural heritage. 
 

3. Phase 3:  Additional expansion is available that will incorporate build-to-suit 
opportunity's including additional case good warehouse storage and/or 
isolated small lot barrel warehouse spaces with artisan winery store fronts.
